A few extra steps on foot can make a big difference to safety and
help us model respectful behaviour for our children.

Please remember:

e Do not park on zigzag lines or double yellow lines.
e Keep junctions clear to maintain visibility.

e Avoid blocking driveways or causing obstructions.

We are working closely with the police and local authorities, and enforcement
action may be taken against repeat offenders. Let’s work together to ensure
Oak Hill First School remains a safe and welcoming place for all.
